Hello, cultural agent!

You are about to request a free public screening of a Maria Farinha Filmes
production. We are deeply committed to democratizing access to culture.
We are delighted that our features, documentaries, and series are tools for
dialog and expanding knowledge.

To schedule a public screening, the first thing you need to do is fill in the
request form. It is very simple. We've prepared a brief tutorial to answer
your questions. But don't forget to read our Terms and Conditions.

Please note that screenings must be free of charge and have a minimum
audience of five people. The film’s exhibition license is strictly for
members of organizations, schools, public agencies, and educators. If your
screening does not fit these options or you want to license the film for
another purpose, please write to us at contato@mff.com.br. Our team wiill

reply promptly.

Once you have filled in the form, our team will receive your request. Within
three working days, we will get back to you with a link to the film on
Vimeo. If you need accessibility tools, such as descriptive subtitles, ASL

or audio description, or a link for download (stating the reason), just let us
know in the form, OK?

Every Maria Farinha Filmes production comes with a special booklet called
support material, which provides a range of suggested content to guide
discussions and debates about each of our works.

You don't have to share a screening report at the end of the session.
But we are thrilled to receive photos of the screenings we have helped
to promote throughout the world.

Finally, it is worth remembering that it is forbidden to share the download
link with third parties, upload the film to any streaming platform, hold
paid screenings, or make any profit from the screening of the content
provided here.

STEP 1:

Fill in your information in the first three boxes of the form

We need your full name, preferred e-mail address, and cell phone
number.
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In the fourth box, fill in your screening information

In this section, inform us of the organization you represent, the date
of the screening, the average number of attendees at the screening,
the venue, a brief description of the event, whether you would like to
receive a screener with accessibility and what it would be (ALS, audio
description, descriptive subtitles). If you need a link to download the
film, please leave a note in this slot stating why.

For example:

Organization: Maria Farinha Filmes

Screening date: 10/14/2023

Average audience: 15 people

Venue: MFF Auditorium

Event description: Meeting to discuss longevity
Accessibility: ALS
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Read our Terms and Conditions and check the box next to
the sentence.
